Stimulus Funds to GV  
from Ron Rakowsky 

 
Lately there has been considerable local 
governmental activity concerning distribu-
tion of  "Stimulus" money from the Ameri-
can Recovery and Reinvestment Act 
(ARRA) for highways and transit.   On 
behalf of Greenwood Village and South-
east Metro Denver drivers, Mayor Nancy 
Sharpe and I, working with the Denver 
Regional Council of Government and the 
Regional Transportation Commission, 
have supported the direction of some of the 
limited ARRA money to fund significant 
improvement to the Colfax Interstate 225 
interchange.  We also worked to protect 
the ranking of a previously approved addi-
tion of lanes on Arapahoe Road underneath 
Interstate 25.  On April 9th CDOT issued a 
press release on all of their Metro Denver 
Projects.  Buried in the press release was 
the following paragraph on our project: 
  
Arapahoe Road (State Highway 88) at I-
25: This project adds a through lane in 
each direction of Arapahoe Road under I-
25 as well as a dedicated right turn lane 
from westbound Arapahoe Road to 
northbound Yosemite Street. The addi-
tional lanes will improve mobility on this 
busy stretch of Arapahoe Road. This $4 
million project is schedule to begin in Au-
gust 2009 and will be complete in April 
2010.  

Village Greens Update 
From Gary Kleeman 

 
The city has hired Architerra Group, a 
landscape planning contractor to design 
options for further improvement to Vil-
lage Greens North.  The initial park con-
cept includes features such as a natural 
Frisbee golf course, a natural playground, 
bouldering area, mountain bike dirt sin-
gle-track loop with skills course that in-
cludes challenging obstacles like the log 
pile, rollovers, log ladder and switchbacks 
similar to those found on typical single 
track bicycle trails. The features will be 
primarily made of wood and stone. 
 
The park design will maintain a native 
habitat, improve the two wetlands and 
modify the holding pond to become an 
aesthetical feature of the park.   
 
Once completed, conceptual designs will 
be presented to the public for input some-
time later this year.  
 
Greenwood Village has funded the design 
in the amount of $79,000 in 2009 Capital 
Budget and is proposing construction in 
the 2010-2011 timeframe, subject to 
budgetary approval.   The Village is also 
seeking to leverage additional funds from 
Arapahoe County, GOCO, and through 
the Cherry Creek Basin Working Group.
